A DAY IN THE LIFE

No tw o days w ill ever be the same at camp, and there?s no w ay w e could possibly list 
everything you?ll exper ience as a camp Photographer! Here?s just a glimpse of the most 
important responsibilit ies you?ll have:

Daily Operations ? You?ll shoot, upload, and maintain an online photo gallery for 
distr ibution to camper families. Here?s w hat that looks like:

- Shooting portrait-quality photographs of each indiv idual camper and each cabin on 
camp

- Uploading and edit ing images for camper family distr ibution
- Captur ing photos of cabin groups participating in daily activ it ies all around camp, 

follow ing the w eekly schedule to ensure all campers and cabins are captured in 
images.

- Ensur ing every camper and every cabin is photographed throughout the w eek, 
participating in activ it ies all around camp.

- Assisting w ith the A/ V aspects (lighting, sound, special effects) of opening and 
closing show  each w eek, as needed.

- Foster ing interdepartmental relationships by keeping lines of communication open 
and interacting intentionally w ith staff  in other departments

Spir itual Encouragement ? You?ll be responsible for assisting counselors in creating an 
atmosphere and deliver ing programs that nurture spir itual grow th for campers and staff. 
Good examples of this are:

- Pursuing your ow n relationship w ith God.
- Demonstrating self lessness, being w illing to serve w here needed, w holeheartedly, 

w ithout hesitation.
- Faithfully attending Community Group each w eek.

Working know ledge of photography and techniques related to shooting and edit ing

Respect for author ity

Flexibility and adaptability w hen things change or go in a w ay that is not expected

Strong moral compass, rooted in Biblical pr inciples

Ability to interact w ell w ith kids, peers, and parents/adult family members

Know ledge of and ability to abide by w orkplace safety procedures

Excellent hygiene and w illingness to comply w ith the dress code

- 100% - Stands and w alks long distances across camp dur ing entire shif t
- 90% - Verbally communicates w ith campers, staff  and parents
- 75% - Reaches, bends and stoops to retr ieve items or participate in camp activ it ies
- 75% - Participates in all camp activ it ies.
- 20% - Carr ies 50 lbs.
- 20% - Climbs ladders dur ing activ it ies and to reach top f loor lodging
- Hazards may include, but are not limited to, slipping, tr ipping, environmental, and r isks 

associated w ith w orking around and w ith equine activ it ies.
- Frequent w ashing of hands.
